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In cases of personal care facilites that have 50 or more
residents a special polling division has been established.
Each such "special" polling division should be designated
with an 'S’ preceding its single digit number; e.g. S1, S2,
S3. Special Polling divisions are separate geographic
areas, with defined boundaries, and do not form part of
any regular polling division.
